Ensure that targets are met for
packaging waste recovery and recycling
asestablished by law, and oversee
cooperation between the Consortia and
other economic actors.

Dperate according to the principle of
subsidiarity, taking the place of waste
collection service managers in the event
that waste collection services run by
public administrations are inadequate,
in order to meet recovery and recycling
targets.

Incentivise recycling and recovery of
secondary raw materials by promoting
the market for their use.

Acquire data on the flow of packaging in
and out of the country and the d ata of
relevant economic actors, and provide
data and information requested by the
Ministry of Ecological Transition.

Ensure compliance with the “polluter
pays"” prindiple for producers and users
by calculating the CONAI Environmental
Contrbution (CAC).

Reduce packaging waste sent to
landfills by promoting methods for its
recovery.

Organise information, training and
awareness-raising campaigns targeting
users of packaging and consumers in
particular.

Promote and coordinate separate
collection initiatives for packaging
waste, according to efficiency,
effectiveness and cost-effectiveness
criteria,

Set out a frrmework programme
agreement at the national level with the
Association of Italian Municipalities
(ANCI), the Union of italian Provinces
(UPO) or with local authorities, to
guarantee application of the principle of
shared management responsibility
between producers, users and public
administrations (authorities).

Facilitate prevention of the
environmental impact of packaging and
packaging waste, through studies and
research to produce
environmentally-friendly, reusable and
recycable packaging.
